Adminstrative
-Approved minutes from April meeting.
-Budget/Finance: No report. Jen Borders, new treasurer, not in attendance. No new budget items

Current Grants/Projects in Progress
-Carol Larson is going to a permitting meeting in Dover concerning project for Buckingham Greene restoration.
-Foresite, our landscape engineering firm, will report on their plan for Buckingham Greene at Village of Arden Town Meeting in June.
-2409 Woodland, The Forest Committee is applying for a Schroeder Grant for bollards to protect forest and the a handrail down to the arc. We need to get an estimate for the latter. (Is this a correct description of what went down?)
-Discussed asking for tree planting money and tree survey from Trustees’ Schroeder fund.  This could be a joint approach from Civic and Forest Committees. We could include ash tree survey and ash borer prevention.  Get estimates from Davey Tree Service and from Preservation Tree.  Ed Rohrbach is planning to assess ash trees for Civic.  Carol will send info.

Boundaries/Encroachment
-2409 Woodland. Village of Arden and its Forest and Civic Committees are in talks about what to do with boundary issues at 2409 Woodlands. Discussions include the possibility of ceding forest land, the possibility of making a swap, and how to accommodate the walking path.
-We have the survey along southwest border of Sherwood Forest. The committee needs to decide which portions of this boundary need to be fenced.

Drainage/Erosion
-St. Martin’s Lane: Erosion seems to be increasing below drain by Lizzie Broadbent’s leasehold on the lower part of St. Martin’s Lane
Invasive Control
-Discussed possibility of Woodland Road area ivy pull.

Paths/Maintenance
-Bridge replacements in Sherwood: Pending possible ACRA Legacy project with older ACRA participants this summer.
-Path at edge of cliff near Threefoot path precarious, maybe failing. Discussed possible change in path.

Removals/Monitoring of Trees
-In the Arden Woods a 6” tree came down on the path near 2409 Woodland and subsequently removed by chainsaw.
